Approval of Minutes

Treasurer’s Report

Mary Bruce reported that current BPA and Booster financial reports were available for review on the tables.  She asked that Committee Chairs check the reports to be sure their budget looks correct and to let her know of any changes.  Because of the timing this year of Country Fair on Friday, April 30, and the end of the year Board meeting on Monday, May 3, the budget for 2010 – 2011 was not able to be prepared and approved by the Special Projects Committee as required by the BPA Bylaws before this meeting.  Mary asked for a motion that, once the 2010 - 2011 budget has been approved by the Special Projects Committee in accordance with the BPA Bylaws at their meeting on May 10, 2010, the BPA Executive Committee be given the authority to vote on and approve it on behalf of the Board as a whole.  Upon a motion and a second, the vote was taken and unanimously approved.  Linda Logan will forward the budget to the current BPA Board via email once it has been approved by the Executive Committee.  Jamie Lewis will get copies of it to the new incoming Board members at their In/Out meetings.
Past President/Special Projects
Patti Hasting explained the Special Project Requests procedure through which requests may be made for BPA funds.  She reported that the Special Projects Committee would be meeting May 10th to consider and approve requests for spring.  Linda Logan reported that she will forward a list of the approved projects to the current BPA Board via email once that process is completed.
Committee Reports

Asset Builders – Linda Logan reported for Lisa Galbraith that Asset Builders held a very successful Senior Mentor breakfast last week that was enjoyed by all.
Book Fair – Kornisha Brown reported that the Brookstone Spring Book Fair will be held in-store at Barnes & Noble May 14th through May 21st.  All required summer reading books will be available.  Parents can also pre-order the books and Barnes & Noble will deliver the books to the school.  Order forms will be sent home in the communicator folders for all Lower and Intermediate School students and emailed to the parents of all Middle and Upper School students.
Booster – Carroll Pound reported that the Athletic Special Projects Request Committee held its annual meeting to determine what requests on behalf of Athletics could be met with the funds raised this year from Booster concessions, the sports program, and Cougar Shoppe.  The committee was able to grant $27,700 in Athletic requests for various team uniforms, sideline covers for the football field and a commercial dryer.  Carroll also reported that she is looking for parents willing to open and close the football concession stand this fall. Cougar Shoppe – Linda Logan reported for Suzie Whilden that the Cougar Shoppe had a very successful sale at the Country Fair.  They still have many great items that would be ideal for teacher gifts, etc.  Please go by the shop if you are interested.
Country Fair – Elizabeth Cottrell reported that both Bidding for Brookstone and Country Fair were great!  She gave much thanks to Robin Grier and Libby Hudson for their wonderful leadership and hard work in making Bidding for Brookstone such a great success.  Robin thanked her committee who secured so many great items for the auction.  She did not have total earnings to report yet, but is very optimistic.  Elizabeth reported that the kids had a great time at Country Fair.  She mentioned that it takes about 100 people to make this fundraiser happen and that everyone worked so hard and was so pleasant to work with.  Elizabeth also reported that there were four new attractions on the midway this year, and they were a huge hit.  The Potting Shed also did very well with most everything already sold on Thursday.  The play with its patriotic theme was wonderful as well.  Next year’s Country Fair Chair and Co-Chair will be Cher Pitts and Haley Arnold.
Faculty Appreciation – Rashmi Hudson thanked everyone who helped during the year.  The Faculty Appreciation luncheon will be held tomorrow, May 4th.  The theme is “You Make Brookstone Shine”, and there will be a slide show with a photo of every Brookstone employee.
